Bocconi University was founded at the dawn of
the 20* century from a two-sided story. Entrepre-
neur Ferdinando Bocconi wanted to enhance the
practical skills inherent in business by integrating
them with the more theoretical aspects of eco-
nomics. In 1902 he decided to establish the first
university in ltaly to offer a degree in Economics,
an institution he understood was crucial to the
development of society.

Theory and practice are the two essential
elements whose complementary synergy propels
the engines of knowledge and injects the energy
of innovation that still pushes us forward.

Today, our educational offer accompanies
the entire cycle of lifelong learning: we provide
programs, both pre-experience (Bachelor and
Master) and post-experience (PhD, plus MBA

of Management), almost all of which are deliv-
ered in English to an increasingly international
student body.

Bocconi's  educational offer has never
stopped innovating: consistent with our identity,
we adapt our vision to changes in society and the
economy by venturing into related disciplines to
provide a cutting-edge teaching experience. This
dynamism has given rise to entirely new programs
in Data Science, Arts and Culture Management,
Political Science and Mathematics for Artificial In-
telligence.
