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ACADEMICS

Bocconi offers a wide range of courses, taught both in Italian and English.

Educational offer: www.ir.unibocconi.eu/coe

Course selection: held online before the start of classes.

Add/Drop: held online after the beginning of classes; students can change their study plan.
After this period no more changes are allowed.

Course load: from min. 1 up to max. 5 courses per semester.

General rules: courses are assigned on a first-come first-served basis. Enrollment in any
specific course cannot be guaranteed. Undergraduate students can select undergraduate
level courses from all departments, whereas graduate students can access the whole
educational offer.

Class attendance: as a general rule, attendance is not strictly mandatory. Attendance
requirements must be discussed directly with course instructors.

Credit system: ECTS equivalent.
Exams: exams must be sat in presence, on official dates and on Bocconi Milan premises only.

Grading: grades are given on a scale of 30ths (30/30) with 18/30 the minimum passing
grade.

Transcripts: a digital pdf document is provided to the partner school at the end of each
semester. Students will be able to access and download the official transcript directly from
their Bocconi student’s portal.

Academic Advisors: Bocconi faculty members who advise exchange students on course
content and guide them in building their study plan.

HOUSING

University Housing: students are required to complete a separate housing application,
managed directly by the central Bocconi Housing Office. Places are limited and assigned
on a first-come first-served basis.

Private Housing: students are responsible for securing their own accommodation.

HEALTH & SAFETY

Bocconi does not require incoming exchange students to have health insurance to complete
enrollment in the exchange program.

* Non-EU citizens must have health insurance with international validity to obtain a study visa
and a permit of stay.

* EU citizens are required to have a European Health Insurance Card or a similar private insur-
ance policy with international validity to benefit from health services.

Bocconi has partnered with International SOS to offer medical, safety and security advice to
students 24/7. International SOS is not an insurance company and does not replace any per-
sonal insurance provider.

LIVING COSTS

PRACTICAL INFORMATION
Visa: students of non-EU citizenship have to complete a 2-step application (mandatory):

1) Submit the pre-enrolment application on the Universitaly portal at:
https://www.universitaly.it/
Once the ISD staff has validated the pre-enrolment, it will be automatically forwarded to
the competent Embassy/Consulate (where the application will be processed according to
the relative methods and timing).

2) Visa Application: check this link http://vistoperitalia.esteri.it/home/en for the requirements
to obtain an entry visa for “Study-Exchange and Mobility Program” and book a study visa
appointment with the relevant Italian Embassy/Consulate as soon as possible. Refer to
the visa section of that website since the procedure may vary according to the individual
Italian embassies and consulates regulations.

Permit of stay: non-EU citizens are required to apply for the Permit of Stay within 8 working
days of their arrival in Italy.
